oldest known celebration of the ending of
slavery. Although the Emancipation Proclama-
lion was issued ay President Abraham Lincoln
on Sept. 22, 1882, many counties, states and
parishes had been excluded from learning
about it.

So June 19, 1865, is considered the date
when the last slaves in America were freed,
That is recorded as the date when Maj. Gen.
Ciordon GmnTgc: of the Union Army rode into
Galveston, Texas, and Issued General Order
Number 3 that all slaves had been freed. This
was nearly 214 years after Lincoln's procla-
maton,
